MEDICATION ADMINISTRATION CERTIFICATION 

At Guidewire, Inc. we conduct initial training and annually recertify over 500 employees in Medication Administration Certification (MAP) in order to ensure safe and accurate medication administration to the people we support.  

After our staff members are trained, they are required to pass a test administered by the American Red Cross to become certified in order to begin passing medications to the individuals.  

To ensure adherence to the principles espoused by the MAP process, members of the nursing department team conduct ongoing site reviews to ensure accuracy.  


Nursing Department Team

Our Nursing Department is based in the main office of Guidewire, Inc. in Springfield with additional nursing staff located in our Pittsfield and Worcester area offices.  This ensures that all individuals have access to a local Registered Nurse who is familiar with their individual health needs.

The Nursing team is comprised of MAP Compliance Managers, Massachusetts Board Certified Registered Nurses with over 63 years of service as Registered Nurses.  In addition, our team has extensive experience working with individuals in community-based and home-based settings.  
The Senior Vice President, Nursing is also a Board Certified Registered Nurse with a Psychiatric Mental Health Nurse Certification and is able to provide treatment plans based specifically on the individual needs of each person we support.
