Instruments & Strategies

Scales of Independent Behavior – Revised (SIB-R)

This is a standardized measure of adaptive and maladaptive behavior, Motor Skills

· Social Interaction
· Community Living Skills
· Personal Living Skills
Wechsler Adult Intelligence Scale -Fourth Edition (WAIS-IV)

This is one of the most commonly used IQ tests, updated in summer of 2008.  This update of the standard IQ assessment tool requires less time to administer and is potentially more valid with individuals with development and significant cognitive limitations
When SIB-R is used with the WAIS-IV we can gather important information on deficits of cognitive functioning that might be negatively impacting independent living skills.

Structured Clinical Interview for DSM-IV Axis I (SCID-I) and
International Personality Disorders Examination (IPDE)

The SCID-I and IPDE result in more reliable diagnosis of major mental disorders and personality disorders.  Accurate and timely diagnosis can be key to developing effective treatments.

Problem Behaviors
Our clinicians have extensive training and experience with conducting functional assessments and problematic behaviors.  A Board Certified Behavior Analyst (BCBA) will work with your organization or family to identify the potential motivating factors behind problematic behaviors.   
Additional Assessment Instruments & Strategies

Where requested by the Treatment Team or indicated from results of the above-mentioned assessment (e.g. for individuals who score particularly low on the SIB-R,) we offer the following supplemental assessments:

· Basic Skills Assessments – Coin recognition, object matching and making simple requests

· Structured assessment of aggression and aggressive tendencies
· Social Skills Assessments – Focusing on specific measures of social functioning

· Curriculum Based Skills Assessment – Focusing on reading and math skills
